e A minimum of 30 credit hours earned through regular course enrollment at this University.

e A maximum of 8 hours of technical credit may be counted towards your degree requirements.

e A maximum of 4 credit hours of physical activity courses (all 1100-level KNSFHP courses except for 1102, 1103, 1122,
and 1137).

e A cumulative GPA of at least 2.5 on all coursework completed at The Ohio State University as well as at least a 2.5 in
the major.

e A minimum grade of C- or higher is required for all major courses.

e Students are expected to follow the rules and guidelines in the BSPH undergraduate student handbook.
